●​ Attend an Evergreen New Instructor Training. Dates below, ~9am-5pm each day: 

○​ Greater Seattle Area: March 29-30 
○​ Spokane: April 5-6 
○​ Wenatchee: June 7-8 

●​ First Aid / CPR Certified 
●​ Undergo a background check if interested in working with youth 
●​ Prompt, courteous, and professional representation of Evergreen 
●​ Attend team meetings & events (average of 4 throughout the season) 
●​ Commit to improving your skills as a rider and educator 
●​ Please note that acting as a positive mentor and creating a safe and fun learning environment 

is our number one goal. Our primary audience is newer riders and we are seeking instructors 
who want to work with beginners.
